Peer Edit – Checklist - Research Paper

Answer the following questions in detail. 

I. INTRODUCTION PARAGRAPH
· Highlight the HOOK of your partner’s paper.  Make a comment  on the hook:  What type of hook does the writer use?  (interesting fact, quote, historical   information, etc.) Could it be improved in order to be more interesting?
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# Editing -
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· Bold the author, title, and brief summary of the novel or play.  If this is not there, please insert a comment letting the writer know they need to add it. 
· Highlight the THESIS STATEMENT.  Make a comment -  Is the thesis statement clear and specific? If not, explain why. Does it include three subtopics to be supported in the body paragraphs?
II. CONTENT

· Highlight the TOPIC SENTENCE of each body paragraph.  Make a comment: Do the body paragraphs correspond to the three thesis statement subtopics?
· Highlight the DIRECT QUOATIONS:  Make a comment:  Are these properly cited in MLA format (check NHS Research Paper Guide, MLA PowerPoint on Miss Aubrey’s website)?
· Highlight ANALYSIS by the writer.  Does the analysis make sense?  Does the citation correspond with the analysis to back up the topic sentence?

· Comment at the end of the paper: Are the body paragraphs interesting to read?  Do they make logical sense?
· Highlight the CONCLUDING SENTENCE of each body paragraph.  Make a comment: Do the concluding sentences of each body paragraph explain the information presented and show the importance of the paragraph? Do the concluding sentences of each body paragraph simply restate the topic sentence? (It should not do this). If so, point this out to the writer.

III. CONCLUSION 

· Highlight where the writer RESTATES THE THESIS IN NEW WORDS in their conclusion.  Make a comment:  Is it exactly the same as before?

· Highlight where the write GOES BACK TO THEIR HOOK.  Make a comment:  Does this bring the paper around full circle?  

· Highlight where the writer CONCLUDES their essay and ANSWERS THE “SO WHAT?” QUESTION.  Make a comment:  Do you feel content with the end of the essay?  Is the ending abrupt?   Wordy?  What do you think?

IV. STYLE AND GRAMMAR

· Does the essay contain misspellings? If so, please make them RED within the essay.

· Does the essay contain run-on sentences or fragments? If so, make them BLUE within the essay
· Does the writer use transition words effectively and in a subtle manner (i.e. no “first, next, lastly”)? If yes, make them ORANGE within the essay.  If no, make a comment at the bottom of the paper. 
· Does the essay contain frequent errors (i.e. there, they’re, their)? If so,  make them GREEN within the essay.
· Does the paragraph contain punctuation errors (i.e. semicolons, commas)? If so, point them out in the comments.

· Does the writer repeat him- or herself? If so, indicate where this occurs by BOLDING the redundant passages.
